$63.00 per player or $58.00 per player for Town of Yucca Valley residents (verification with a valid
driver’s license or current utility bill.) Additional $5.00 discount for sibling at the same residence.

Q DIVISIONS: All divisions are coed. The birth year of the player will determine the age division the
child will play in. The age divisions are as follows:
Division A: Born in 1996, 1997 or 1998 (no higher than 8" grade)
Division B: Born in 1999 or 2000
Division C: Born in 2001 or 2002

GENERAL INFORMATION
R Equipment: No additional equipment is necessary to play flag football. Non-metal cleats are
recommended. Players will each receive a team jersey prior to their first game.

Q Player Skill Evaluations: All children registered will be placed on a team. Players will be
evaluated for the purpose of ensuring that teams are balanced. No one will be “cut” at
evaluations.

Each team
will be scheduled for 2 one-hour practices a week; a maximum of 3 one-hour practices per week
is permitted.

Q Games: Games are played at Machris Park on a modified flag football field. Games begin on
October 2™, A game schedule will be provided by your coach and will also be available on the
league website noted above.
